Aerostat/Mechanical Specialist (Four Positions)

Job Duties and Responsibilities:

Performs as TCOM Field Service Reps (FSR’s) for 22M aerostat systems (envelope, rigging, mechanical, electrical equipment) in Afghanistan.  
Duties include (but are not limited to) - performs as an FSR on the PGSS Support Team to provide 24/7 maintenance support to assigned PGSS systems in Afghanistan; install, operate and maintain 22M systems; assist site personnel with aerostat troubleshooting, maintenance and other special tasks; plans, leads and assists aerostat site personnel with aerostat inflations, deflations and inspections; plans, prepares, performs and tests aerostat equipment fabrication, repair and/or calibration; recommends, develops, prepares and installs aerostat enhancement modifications; maintains and updates aerostat manuals, drawings, procedures and other aerostat O&M documentation; assists with the collection and analysis of aerostat performance data and material testing; tracks, maintains and recommends changes to aerostat site and spares, support and test equipment, consumables and other O&M materials; advise users on effective and safe operations of the aerostat systems; provide feedback to Customer and TCOM engineering on any design or operational issues; assist with payload integration and maintenance and participates in  accident, incident, mishap and failure investigation.

Experience and Education:

Minimum of five years of experience in a mechanical/electrical maintenance environment is required.  Equivalent commercial or military mechanical/electrical maintenance experience will be considered.  Job requirements include a High School diploma and preferably additional, formal civilian or military technical training in mechanical/electrical fields. 

Job Assignment and Other Requirements:

Job assignment is in Afghanistan.  Must be able to accept a minimum assignment of six months.  Ability to work outdoors at heights (up to 120 ft.), work in confined spaces and perform strenuous physical activities is required.  Must meet eligibility requirements to obtain a security clearance.  Must be a US Citizen.
